The Marlene Larson Scholarship is awarded to a Burnaby graduate who is blind, visually impaired or deaf-blind.  
To be considered for the scholarship the student should:

be motivated;

show responsibility


•
be oriented towards independence.
Proof of visual impairment in the form of a letter from the student’s eye care specialist, CNIB or their vision teacher is required.

Scholarship will be awarded upon proof of registration in a post secondary program.
