· some variety in sentence length (short; some long and run-on)
	· simple descriptive language; some variety

· beginning to show some control of sentence structure; variety in length and pattern

· beginning

· sequence

· connecting words


	· topic not clear

· sequence is illogical

· does not have connecting words 
	· has no beginning (starts in the middle)

· may ramble without a clear sequence or connections

· seldom uses connecting words
	· a opening sentence may give the topic

· middle is a list of loosely connected ideas, often by time (Eg. same day)

· uses the same connecting words over again (Eg. and, then)
	· title or opening sentence that shows the topic (or time period – Eg. “yesterday”)

· logically sequenced and  connected

· beginning to use a variety of connecting words (eg. next, then, so, because, after, when but)

	Conventions

· complete sentences

· spelling, capitals, punctuation, grammar
	· frequent errors that interfere with meaning

· no sentences
	· noticeable errors  may interfere with meaning; may make writing hard to understand 

· some sentences are complete

· frequent spelling errors

· inconsistent capitals, punctuation

· some errors in pronouns, verbs
	· few errors; these do not interfere with meaning

· most sentences are complete

· most common words spelled correctly

· uses capitals; some errors in end punctuation

· most pronouns, verbs correct
	· few errors; these are usually the result of taking risks to use complex language and structures

· complete sentences

· most spelling correct

· uses capitals, punctuation correctly

· correct pronouns, verbs
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
