MLA 8 uses ‘core elements’ for citations. The elements, their order, and accompanying
punctuation are shown below. Gather the information that is available for each source.

Author.

Title of source.
Title of container,
Version,
Number,
Publisher,
Publication date,
Location.

Book -- one author:
Author’s Last name, First name. Title. Name of publisher, date of publication.

Freedman, Russell. We Will Not Be Silent. Clarion, 2016.

Book -- two authors:

First author’s Last name, First name, “and” Second author’s First and Last name. Book Title.
Name of publisher, date of publication.

Lord, Peter, and Brian Sibley. Creating 3-D Animation. Harry N. Abrams, 2004.

Information from a website:

Author’s Last name, First name. “Article Title.” Name of Web Site, Publisher or Sponsor of Site,

publication or copyright date, URL.
